· Provides thoughtful suggestions; and  
· Indicates how the UN though the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) on achieving greater gender equality and empowerment of women and girls can be a driving force.   
2.  The competition is open to all students (including those currently enrolled in A Levels, STPM, Foundation, Matriculation or Undergraduate programmes) in Malaysia. Submission must be by a single author.

First prize: RM 2,000.00
Second prize: RM 1,500.00 

Third prize: RM 1,000.00 
4. The winning submissions will be selected by a panel of judges from the University of Nottingham and the United Nations Association of Malaysia. The judges will also name for commendation 5 further entries.
5. Only one (1) entry per student is permitted.
